Volunteer Nursing Assistant/Trans. Care/Nursing Svc. Volunteer
Help Veterans who need assistance.
Conduct Friendly visit’s with Veteran’s: play games/cards, reminisce, etc.

Veteran Escort Volunteers
Provide assistance with pushing Veterans in wheelchairs to their scheduled
appointments. Open hours.

Pet Therapy Volunteers
Provide visits with approved pet (must have current veterinarian information)

Amenity Relief Volunteer
Assist and support nursing staff on inpatient units providing amenities and special
attention to Veterans as needed. Open hours.

Volunteer Clothing Room Attend

Issue men and women's clothing.

Receive, screen and organize donated clothing in a manner that allows easy access to
Veterans.
